Brown presided at the meeting which was opened with prayer by Lay Minister Jim Sanders.

MINUTES APPROVED

With a quorum present, a motion was made by Alderman Dillard to dispense with the reading of the
minutes of the Finance and Regular Meetings of August 14, 2012, and the Finance and Regular
Meetings of August 28, 2012, and adopt the minutes as printed upon legal review. The motion was
seconded by Alderman Fields and carried unanimously.

A motion was made to go into a public hearing by Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis, seconded by
Alderwoman Carter Smith, and carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING

Code Enforcement Officer Anita Smith appeared to advise that a new process for adjudication of public
nuisances now exists. Letters will be sent to in-town property owners and once the 14 day waiting
period expires for the property to be cleaned, an affidavit will be issued. The property owner will then
appear in court. Property owners that live out-of-town wiil still have their property adjudicated once
the 14 days expire. Mayor Brown advised that this new process for in-town property should expedite
the process by 60 days.

Ms. Smith read a resolution adjudicating O Northgate Shopping Center, Pin 23839, owner Al Van, LLC of
Hollywood, California. A $1500.00 fine wiil be collected upon Public Works cutting and cleaning the
property. Mayor Brown advised that he will confirm who the owner is.

A motion was made by Alderman Dillard, seconded by Alderman Fortenbery, to adjudicate 0
Northgate Shopping Center. The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made to come out of the public hearing by Alderman Fields. Alderwoman Carter Smith
seconded the motion which carried unanimously.
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AWARD QUOTES

Fred Galler advised that quotes had been received to repair and/or replace and paint shutters at the
Natchez-Adams County Library. The quotes received were:

Alderman Dillard made the motion that the quote from L. Scott Construction Company be accepted
for repair and/or replacing and painting of shutters at the Natchez-Adams County Library. A second
was made by Alderman Fortenbery and the motion carried unanimously.

WELCOME VISITORS

Selah Havard and Dan Dillard were present to accept a Proclamation for James Cole in recognition for his
25 years of service on the Civil Service Commission along with other community involvement.

Mitzi Callon of Gaining Ground Sustainability Institute of Mississippi-Natchez Chapter spoke on the
Natchez chapter’s goal of promoting local churches and schools to build fall and spring gardens which, in
turn, would promote healthy eating. The kick-off event will be a workshop on September 15", Mrs.
Callon also read House Concurrent Resolution 112 promoting “Mississippi Farm to School Week.” Mrs.
Callon asked if the city and county can provide help busting up soil to get gardens started at the schools.

Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis introduced Mrs. Jonette Wright, 107 Opal Drive. Mrs. Wright
expressed her concern about lack of activities for children in Natchez, namely a swimming pool. Mayor
Brown stated that the City is still on record as supporting the recreation complex which includes a
swimming pool that would be constructed close to the high school. He advised that the pool at Duncan
Park is beyond repair. Further, only 16 people went to the pool during the summer when it was open so
it was not cost effective. Alderwoman Mathis asked that the City obtain prices for the construction of a
public swimming pool as the construction of the recreation complex appears to be on hold. Alderman
Fortenbery stated that he will work with Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis.

Alderman Gray asked Mrs. Ruby Smith of 7 Prince Street to speak. With a deductible of $500.00, Mrs.
Smith has paid $200-$300 each time for replacing lines which are knocked down by falling tree limbs
with her meter being knocked down also. Mayor Brown stated that this appears to be a dispute
between her and her neighbor and perhaps her neighbor’s insurance company can provide some relief.
Alderman Gray said that Entergy has contracted with a company to trim branches out of electrical lines
and he was wondering if they could provide assistance to Mrs. Smith. Mayor Brown stated that he will
contact Entergy to see if they can help.

Rick Maxwell advised that his issue with the City had been resolved.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORT

Engineering:

Amelia Salmon asked for approval of a change order for reroofing at the Senior Center. The leak is not
in the scope of the work previously completed but there is approximately $8,000.00 left over which can
be utilized. Ms. Salmon proposed relining the gutter with a membrane and installing metal flashing
along an entire wall which would cost the City $1,200.00 out-of-pocket.

A motion was made by Alderman Gray and seconded by Alderman Dillard to approve a change order
up to the amount of $9,576.00 and an addition of 42 days which would bring the City to the end of the
grant period which is October 7th. The motion carried unanimously.

David Gardner asked for permission to apply fora SWAG grant in an amount up to $25,000.00 for illegal
dumpsites at Ford Street and 42 South Concord.

The motion was made by Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis and seconded by Alderman Gray to grant
Mr. Gardner permission to apply for a SWAG grant in an amount up to $25,000.00 for illegal
dumpsites. The motion carried unanimously.

ENGINEERING:
Mr. Gardner asked for permission to appoint Meg Freeman liaison for Hurricane Isaac.

The motion was made by Alderman Fields and seconded by Alderman Fortenbery to grant Mr.
Gardner permission to appoint Meg Freeman liaison for Disaster 4081. The motion carried
unanimously.

MUNICIPAL COURT:
Debbie Owens presented the monthly report for Municipal Court.

PUBLIC WORKS:

Justin Dollar thanked his department for their help during Hurricane Isaac. Work had been completed at
three golf holes at Duncan Park. Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis and Mr. Dollar discussed erosion at 20
October. Alderman Dillard asked if 20 Beechwood could be sprayed for mosquitos and if the contracts
on the cutting of medians can be reviewed before being placed out for bids again. Mr. Dollar said there
have been six cuttings completed with a total of ten contracted for.

RECREATION: D

salina Edwards presented her monthly report for August with monthly user fees of $30,289.79. Henry
Harris advised that free tennis clinics will be held for children at Duncan Park.

TOURISM:

Connie Taunton stated that Selah Havard, Director of Sales, was chosen for “40 for the Future” award, a
national award. Tourism is currently promoting the Soul Bowl and Mrs. Taunton presented a printout
of the articles that have appeared regarding Natchez. Nearly $6M in advertising has been generated
from Tourism’s $200,000.00 marketing budget.

TRAFFIC:
Curtis Norton reported that one black light pole was involved in a hit and run accident but a citizen
followed the car and reported to police. The City will not have to absorb the cost of $7,000.00 for the

pole.

POLICE:
Chief White had 458 traffic stops and 1,951 calls.

FIRE:
Chief Oliver Stewart advised that 51 calls were made last month with 35 inside the city and 16 outside.

IT SERVICES:
Eric Junkin presented his proposals for remote desktops for the patrol cars. 18 laptops will be
purchased at a cost of $1,500.00 each.

LIBRARY:

Susan Cassagne invited the Board and public to the Friends of the Library’s annual gathering on
September 17™. Wilkinson County will no longer be a part of the Natchez-Adams County Library system
beginning October 1.

CITY OFFICIALS’ REPORTS
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Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis reported that St. Peter's Church wants to know how the City will handle
Old Mimosa Drive and asks that it be ceded to the church however, if not possible, then that the City
maintains the street. The City previously paved part of the street and it doesn’t connect to any other
streets. Government Fleet Road neighborhood group held a meeting and a problem stili exists at the
back of Zoa Street. Chief White was asked and advised Aiderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis that the crossing
guards are paid out of the Police Department’s budget.

Alderman Gray advised Chief White that he would like police officers to write tickets for grass biown
into the streets.

Alderwoman Carter Smith stated that the City has extended its contract with CableOne to coincide with
the County’s contract. The city-wide street assessment has been completed.

Aiderman Fields thanked Public Works for managing their budget—manpower has been added with
additional and better equipment purchased. Alderman Fields also thanked Public Works for their heip
during the St. Catherine Street reunion.

Alderman Fortenbery stated that the drop in revenues at Duncan Park compared to last year were due
to the repairs needed at Hole #8 and decreased range ball sales for two weeks.

Alderman Dillard advised that potholes are reoccurring on Park Place east of Auburn. He asked Fred
Galler, Building Inspector, to conduct an assessment of the City’s public properties. Mr. Galler was
previously requested to inspect public properties’ roofs.

CITY CLERK'S REPORT

Donnie Holloway asked for approval of Docket 7127-7751, 7358-7582 and 7751-7971.

A motion was made by Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis and seconded by Alderman Dillard to approve
Docket 7127-7751, 7358-7582 and 7751-7971.

Upon discussion, Mayor Brown held up the docket and stated that each red tab indicated a business
which was conducting business with the City but did not have a business license. Businesses shouid
contact the City Clerk’s office to obtain a business license.

The motion carried unanimously.
The Personnel Dept. report for August was made a part of the minutes.
CITY ATTORNEY

Hyde Carby asked that a Special Warranty Deed dated August 27, 2012, between Worley Brown, LLC and
the City of Natchez for the Pecan Factory site be spread on the minutes.

11.63 acres by Co-Lin College which were condemned in eminent domain proceedings have been
acquired. Deed will be spread on next minutes.

Mr. Carby asked permission that the name of Natchez Hotel Group, LLC be changed to Natchez Hotel
Group, Inc., on the Holiday Inn TIF and the mayor be granted permission to re-execute the documents.

The motion was made by Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis and seconded by Alderman Dillard for the
name on the Holiday Inn TIF be changed from Natchez Hotel Group, LLC to Natchez Hotel Group, Inc.,
and the mayor be granted permission to re-execute the documents. The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Carby asked for permission for a RFP to be issued for debris monitoring and debris removal for 5
years which would cover any MEMA deemed emergency. These would be pre-event contracts.

The motion was made by Alderman Fields, seconded by Alderman Gray, to grant the City Attorney
permission to issue a RFP for debris monitoring and debris removal for 5 years for MEMA deemed

emergencies. The motion carried unanimously.

MAYOR'S REPORT
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Mayor Brown presented a resignation letter from Stratton Bull for his position on the Civil Service Board.
Mr. Bull has not lived in the City for 5 years which is a requirement for the board position.

Mayor Brown stated that the interviews for City Planner had concluded and he recommended that the
City offer the position to Frankie Legaux.

The motion was made by Alderman Gray, seconded by Alderman Fields, that the Mayor offers the
position of City Planner to Frankie Legaux. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Brown stated that there have been difficulties in getting the minutes completed for the Planning
Commission, the Preservation Commission and the Board of Aldermen. Deloris Vines has been hired to
take the minutes starting in October.

Mayor Brown asked that he be given authority to amend the Fire ILA with the County. Mayor Brown
said the only change would be that the fee of $576,000 would limit protection to structures and life.

A motion was made by Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis and seconded by Alderman Gray to authorize
the Mayor to amend the Fire ILA with the County. Discussion followed that Chief Stewart is to work
with E-911 to determine the nature of the fire in the County. The motion carried unanimously.
Alderman Gray asked for permission to travel to Tupelo for the MML Board of Directors’ meeting.

A motion was made by Alderman Dillard and seconded by Alderman Fields to grant permission for
Alderman Gray, City Clerk Holloway and Mayor Brown to travel to Tupelo for the MML Board of

Directors’ meeting. The motion carried unanimously.

RECESS

A motion was made by Alderwoman Arceneaux-Mathis and seconded by Alderman Dillard to recess
the Regular Meeting of September 11, 2012, until 5:00 p.m. where the public hearing on the budget

for FY 2012-2013 will be held. The motion carried unanimously.

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SIXTEENTH AMENDED INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE CITY OF NATCHEZ AND ADAMS COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI
FOR FIRE PROTECTION

WHEREAS, Adams County, Mississippi and the City of Natchez, Mississippi did
enter into an Interlocal Agreement for county-wide fire protection for the fiscal years
1994-1995, 1995-1997, 1997-1999, 1999-2000, 2000-2001, 2001-2003, 2004, 2005-
2006, 2006-2007, 2007-2008, 2008-2009, 2009-2010, 2010-11, and thereafter for the
year 2012; and

WHEREAS, said current agreement is set to expire on September 30, 2012 at
midnight; and

WHEREAS, the parties wish to extend said Interlocal Agreement for one
additional year; and

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to be derived
herefrom, the aforesaid Boards and entities do hereby amend the current Interlocal
Agreement and enter into a new agreement as set forth hereinafter, to-wit:

PARTIES

This Interlocal Cooperation Agreement is made and entered into by and between
Adams County, Mississippi, through its Board of Supervisors, a political subdivision of
the State of Mississippi [“County”] and the City of Natchez, Mississippi, through its
Mayor and Board of Aldermen, a municipal corporation created under the laws of the
State of Mississippi, [“City”]:

The County and City desire to enter into this Interlocal Agreement under the
provisions of Miss Code Ann §§ 17-13-1, et. seq. concerning fire protection for the benefit

of the citizens of the City and County.
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It is therefore agreed:

1. DURATION.

This agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year commencing 12:01 A.M. on
October 1, 2012 and expiring at midnight on September 30, 2013.

2. PURPOSE.

This purpose of this agreement is to provide fire protection by the City to
residences, businesses, and industries within the County outside the corporate limits of
the City under the terms, conditions, and for the compensation set forth herein. The
City operates and maintains fire trucks, pumps, tanks, and other fire fighting equipment
and personnel to fight fires outside the municipal boundaries of the City in the County,
when said equipment and use thereof is not needed in the fighting and containment of
fires within the municipal limits. The parties recognize that it is in the public interest of
the entire citizenry of the County, and to the economic advancement of the County, that
the City continue to furnish fire protection to the citizens of the County who live outside
the City limits, and to furnish fire protection to the Industrial Park located at the
Natchez-Adams County Port and the City agrees to continue to furnish the fire
protection upon the basis contained in this agreement.

3. RELATIONSHIP WITH ADAMS COUNTY  VOLUNTEER FIRE
DEPARTMENT.

When the City Fire Department is dispatched to fight a fire outside the City limits
within the County, the Adams County Volunteer Department or other county-
sanctioned fire company operating within the County will be subordinate to and allow
the City's fire department to take charge immediately upon arriving at the fire scene.

The City will dispatch to volunteer fire department and personnel messages and other

.
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relevant information concerning fires outside the City. In this regard, the aforesaid
volunteer departments and personnel shall be equipped with the necessary equipment
to receive such messages, such equipment to be furnished by the County or such
volunteer fire department. In all instances, however, the Chief or other duly designated
officer of the Natchez Fire Department shall at all times be the authority for the manner
and other policies relating to fighting fires outside of the corporate limits within the
County.

4. ASSIGNMENT BY CITY OF EQUIPMENT AND PERSONNEL.

It is the intention of the parties hereto that the general policy of the City will be to
provide the fire pumpers and companies nearest to any particular fire situated in the
County outside the corporate limits. The parties recognize that from time to time this
may be impracticable, as well as there will be occasions when there are multiple fires in
the County. In any event, the general policy will prevail except in such circumstances,
and at all times the Chief of the Natchez Fire Department or his designee shall be the
determining voice in such matters.

5. COMPENSTION.

During the fiscal year commencing on October 1, 2012 and ending September 30,
2013, the City will use its fire fighting equipment and personnel in the fighting and
controlling of fires occurring on or to the property of residences and businesses of the
County, outside the municipal limits of the City as above stated. City and County agree
that the total cost for such services by City for the operation and maintenance of fire
fighting equipment thereof by the City and providing fire service to the County for the
above designated area for the fiscal year October 1, 2012 through September 30, 2013

will be $625,855.80 per year. This sum will be paid to the City by County in twelve
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equal installments of $52,154.65.

The failure of the County to pay the monthly amounts as provided herein shall
constitute a default hereunder, and shall allow the City to cancel this agreement upon
ten (10) days written notice to the County unless such payment is made on or before the
expiration of such ten (10) day period.

6. NEW EQUIPMENT.

As additional consideration for this agreement, the County acquired and put in
service prior to September 30, 1996 a new pumper for use by the City under this
agreement. The new pumper meets the requirements of the National Fire Protection
Association as stated in the current Pamphlet 1901 for Pumper Fire Apparatus. The new
pumper has been titled in the name of the County, and during this agreement will be
used by the City as part of the equipment under this agreement. At the expiration of this
agreement, the said vehicle shall be returned to the County. All reasonable and
necessary maintenance on the vehicle during the term of this agreement will be
furnished by the City.

7. SEPARATE LEGAL OR ADMINISTRATIVE ENTITY.

There shall be no new organization or any separate legal or administrative entity
created hereby. The City shall continue to provide fire protection of residences and
businesses outside the City on terms and conditions herein, and shall be solely
responsible. for all administrative decisions with regard to operation of the fire fighting
program as provided herein.

8. PERSONNEL.

The parties do hereby agree that the City, during the term of this agreement, shall

provide a total of fifty-four (54) fire fighting personnel to provide the services of fire
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protection for the City and County as set forth herein.

9. EQUIPMENT AND FIRE COMPANIES.

The City agrees to provide for the County operations one (1) pumper and one (1)
fire company consisting of not more than nine (9) men for use by the City for County fire
fighting purposes. In addition, the City shall provide an additional secondary fire
pumper and one (1) additional company to consist of not less than six (6) men for
County operations outside the City limits. It is the intention of the parties under this
agreement that the County will have available to it two (2) fire pumpers and two (2) fire
companies for the purpose of carrying out fire protection by the City to residences and
businesses outside the City limits.

10. LONG RANGE PLAN.

In order to provide for continuation of annual countywide fire protection
hereafter, the City and County agree to undertake the following Plan of Action to implement
future programs in this regard, to-wit:

a. No later than the month of January 15, 2013 the two Boards or
representatives thereof shall meet for the purpose of establishment and implementation of a long
range plan.

b. In addition to members of the two Boards, other parties and entities may
attend said meeting and serve as resources for professional guidance and public input. Such
entities and individuals shall be designated by the said Board and shall include at least one
member from each board, an insurance professional, the county fire coordinator, the city fire
chief, a representative of a local volunteer fire department, Natchez, Inc., Adams County Water
Association, Broadmoor Water Association, Briandale Water Association, Oakland Water

Association, Natchez Water Works as well as a consultant or other professional or professionals
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to assist the group in establishment of the plan. Any costs incurred will be shared equally by the
two boards.

c. The plan of action shall include a study of the design, cost and location of
additional fire stations outside the city limits and the personnel and equipment therefor, the site
of such locations to be made on the basis of professional recommendations and assistance from
such state agencies as the office of Insurance Commissioner and the designated representatives
from the City and the County hereunder taking into consideration such factors as traffic, access
to water sources, availability of waterline and pressure needed for fire protection purposes and
related issues.

d. A determination as to the requirement for the assessment of millage to be
levied by the County to cover its cost of providing of such facilities, equipment, maintenance,
and compensation to the City for personnel manning such facilities and using such equipment, as
well as any other expenses or outlay associated with the service.

e. The consideration of such annual adjustments by the County, as necessary,

to reflect inter alia the change, if any, of funds to be paid to the City of Natchez for:

1) new equipment;
2) city personnel at the county fire stations;
3) changes or adjustments in PERS requirements, and other employee

benefits for city personnel;

4) increases in cost of liability, property or other insurance costs;

5) state, national or other increases in mandated assessments for
FICA, Medicare or related programs, current or enacted

hereinafter;
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6) inflation;

7 change, if any, in amount of county equipment used by the city;

8) change, if any, in any responsibility for firefighters stationed in the
city;

The intersection of Auditorium roof and rear wall of
the main building is a dead valley. There is a cricket-
--a built-in slope from the center toward the east and
west.

The valley is lined with EPDM (rubber membrane
roofing).

The Sr. Center staff reports leaks at the tops of
ramp/steps from the stage down to auditorium
floor. These locations are closer to the outside, long
walls of the Auditorium.

These leaks pre-date and were not a part of the
original scope for this project.

The sloped metal roof terminates just below window
sills on the back wall of the main building.

I have tried all angles to cut but just cant get there with this option.
» There are no issues adhering to the old provided it is cleaned thoroughly, which it will be.
» We figured on running the new EPDM up to the metal roof and installing a piece of counterflashing under the roof
and over the new membrane.
» There would be no problem running the new membrane another 2-3 feet to extend into the open gutter, provided we
can get a good seal.
» We also figured new counterflashing at the wall. This would save some, but feel it to be necessary for the tie-in.

Descoption of the change

Senior Citizens’ Center staff report leaks at top of Auditorium
stage. This is consistent with water entering building along roof-to-
wall flashing between north face of sloped Auditorium roof and
south wall of main building. This intersection is a dead valley with a
cricket to move water to E & W and has been lined with EPDM,
evidence of a history of leaks. Proposal will apply new EPDM liner
over old & install metal wall flashing along entire intersection, where
now only one-quarter of the full length has any metal cap flashing.

A justification of the need for
the change

The onginal scope of work did not include any work to the steeply-
sloped metal roof or to this flashing detail, only to the low-slope
areas to be re-roofed with modified bitumen. This leak, though pre-
dating this project, did not come to light until 09/2012. With funds
remaining, the City wishes to address as many weather-tightness
issues on project buildings as is possible. The City is prepared to
cover the cost difference between available grant funds and project
expenditures, approximately $1,200.

A justification of the need for
time extension

Contract Time expired 08/26/12. The Contractor requires more
time to finish ongoing CO 2 work at the Police Facility and to do
this new work at the Senior Citizens’ Center. The extension of 42
days brings Contract Time in line with the current grant deadline.

The intersection of Auditorium roof and rear wall of 0 3 2 2 9 6
the main building is a dead valley. There is a cricket-
--a built-in slope from the center toward the east and
west.

The valley is lined with EPDM (rubber membrane
roofing). '

The Sr. Center staff reports leaks at the tops of
ramp/steps from the stage down to auditorium
floor. These locations are closer to the outside, long
walls of the Auditofum.

These leaks pre-date and were not a part of the
original scope for this project.

The sloped metal roof terminates just below window
sills on the back wall of the main building.

Some of the window sills have been covered with
galvanized metal cap flashing. This sill cover was in
the route used in this project to gain access from
ground to high roof and worked loose during the
project.

Galvanized metal flashing continues toward the
outside (west) end of the roof-to-wall intersection.

The dead valley empties east and west (this photo)
into the gutters on east and west sides of
Auditorium.

This shows the old metal roof, the black EPDM
liner, the old metal roof-to-wall flashing (painted
pink), and the later galvanized metal flashing that
extends from the window sill. The downspout
empties water from the high roof above into the
Auditorium gutter.

The Auditorium gutter is lined with EPDM as well.

This proposed change order would not address the
EPDM around the W, S and E sides of the
Auditorium, nor the sloped metal roof. These are
no known leaks associated with the gutters and the
metal roof at this time.
